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La Unidn Internacional de Juventudes Socialistas (IUSY) declara con firmeza que el
internacionalismo —entendido como el compromiso activo y permanente con las
luchas de los pueblos del mundo por su autodeterminacioén, dignidad y justicia, mas
alla de las fronteras impuestas por los Estados o los intereses del poder global— no
puede ser una etiqueta vacia ni una consigna ocasional. Si ha de tener sentido en el
siglo XXI, debe rearmarse como una herramienta activa de solidaridad con los pueblos
gue enfrentan estructuras histéricas de dominacién, incluso cuando lo hagan fuera de
los marcos convencionales de la politica liberal occidental.

En esta linea, reconocemos con profunda convicciéon que el surgimiento de la Alianza
de Estados del Sahel (AES), conformada por Mali, Burkina Faso y Niger, representa un
proceso complejo, pero histéricamente legitimo de ruptura con el orden neocolonial
gue durante décadas ha sometido a la region a intereses externos disfrazados de
cooperacion.

Durante mas de medio siglo, los paises del Sahel fueron objeto de intervenciones
militares extranjeras, misiones de estabilizacion fallidas y estrategias de “lucha
antiterrorista” que no lograron ni seguridad ni desarrollo. En muchos casos, fueron estas
mismas potencias —hoy autoerigidas como garantes del orden internacional— las que
fomentaron el caos el cual decian combatir.

Frente a este fracaso histérico, los gobiernos de la AES han iniciado un proceso de
autodeterminacion que ha logrado, en muy corto tiempo, lo que ninguna coalicion
internacional pudo o quiso lograr:

- Recuperacion de territorios dominados por actores armados extremistas,
reduciendo significativamente la amenaza sobre poblaciones rurales abandonadas
durante décadas.
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- Promocion de la soberania alimentaria mediante el fortalecimiento de la
produccion agricola local y la proteccion de los sistemas comunitarios de
subsistencia.

- Industrializacidon basica e infraestructura critica con foco en hospitales, escuelas,
caminos rurales y vivienda digna, rompiendo con la dependencia del capital
extranjero.

- Recuperacion del control sobre recursos estratégicos, incluyendo el debate sobre la
desdolarizacion y la retirada del franco CFA como simbolo de emancipacion
economica.

Estas acciones, independiente del tipo de gobierno de las cuales han surgido,
responden a una demanda social real y acumulada, que exige independencia, justicia y
dignidad. Si bien, no ignoramos las graves contradicciones de estos procesos, en
especial cuando desencadenan en violaciones a los derechos humanos y genocidios,
los procesos de autodeterminacion requieren ser acompanados para un correcto
devenir en mas democracia y bienestar para los pueblos nunca en menos.

Como Unidén Internacional de Juventudes Socialistas manifestamos:

1. La IUSY valora que existan procesos de autodeterminacion y soberania en Africa
gue no estén sujetos a condiciones y estandares politicos definidos en capitales
europeas, pues los procesos politicos tutelados han dejado claras huellas
coloniales que han perpetuado el racismo estructural que adn persisten en su
funcionamiento.

2. Una revision critica del papel histérico del colonialismo, el racismo estructural y
las jerarquias implicitas que aun persisten en su funcionamiento.

3. Sin embargo, en atencidn a las contradicciones propias que este tipo de proceso
despiertan, no podemos permanecer ajenos, motivo el por el cual el trabajo
politico con las organizaciones africanas que observan estos fenémenos debe ser
permanente, para levantar los brazos ante derivas autoritarias que atenten contra
el bienestar de |la poblacion.

El proceso que se origina en el Sahel requiere poner el foco en el continente africanoy
acompanar criticamente estos procesos resulta clave para defender la soberania y
democracia en todo el globo. El socialismo internacional esta del lado de procesos de
liberacion de opresiones coloniales, y contribuir a la construccion de solidaridad
internacional mas alla de las simulaciones burocraticas. Los pueblos del Sahel han
dicho basta. Y lo han dicho con una claridad que incomoda a quienes aun creen que la
emancipacion debe pedir permiso.

El deber del socialismo internacional siempre ha sido estar del lado de los pueblos en
pos de liberarlos del orden opresor; es asi como realmente estaremos construyendo un

socialismo internacional mas alld de las simulaciones burocraticas.

The International Union of Socialist Youth (IUSY) firmly declares that
internationalism—understood as the active and enduring commitment to the
struggles of the peoples of the world for self-determination, dignity, and justice, beyond
the borders imposed by states or the interests of global power—must not be an empty
label or an occasional slogan. If it is to have any real meaning in the 21Ist century, it must
be rearmed as an active tool of solidarity with those who confront historical structures
of domination, even when they do so outside the conventional frameworks of Western
liberal politics.

In this context, we recognize—firmly and with deep conviction—that the emergence of
the Alliance of Sahel States (AES), composed of Mali, Burkina Faso, and Niger,
represents a complex but historically legitimate process of rupture with the neocolonial
order that for decades has subjected the region to external interests disguised as
cooperation.

For more than half a century, the countries of the Sahel have endured foreign military
interventions, failed stabilization missions, and so-called “counterterrorism” strategies
that brought neither security nor development. In many cases, it was these same
powers—today self-proclaimed as guardians of the international order—that fueled the
chaos they claimed to fight.

In the face of this historical failure, the AES governments have initiated a process of
self-determination that, in a remarkably short time, has accomplished what no
international coalition could—or wanted—to achieve:

e Recovery of territories formerly controlled by extremist armed groups,
significantly reducing threats to rural populations long abandoned by the state.

e Promotion of food sovereignty, through strengthening local agricultural
production and protecting community subsistence systems.

e Basic industrialization and the development of critical infrastructure, focused on
hospitals, schools, rural roads, and dignified housing—breaking the dependence
on foreign capital.

e Reclaiming control over strategic resources, including debates on dedollarization
and the withdrawal from the CFA franc as a symbol of economic emancipation.

These actions—regardless of the nature of the governments from which they
originate—respond to a genuine and long-standing social demand for independence,
justice, and dignity. While we do not overlook the serious contradictions in these
processes, especially when they lead to human rights violations or genocides,

self-determination processes must be accompanied to ensure they move toward more
democracy and greater well-being, not less.

As the International Union of Socialist Youth, we declare:

1. 1USY values and supports self-determination and sovereignty processes in Africa
that are not subject to political conditions or standards set by European capitals.
Supervised political processes have left clear colonial imprints and have
perpetuated the structural racism still present in the international system.

2. We call for a critical reassessment of the historical role of colonialism, structural
racism, and the hierarchical frameworks that still shape global relations.

3. However, recognizing the contradictions inherent in such processes, we cannot
remain indifferent. This is why political engagement with African organizations
observing these developments must be ongoing, in order to raise our voices
against authoritarian drifts that threaten the well-being of the people.

The process emerging in the Sahel requires focused global attention on the African
continent. Critically accompanying these processes is essential to defending
sovereignty and democracy worldwide. International socialism stands firmly with
liberation processes from colonial oppression, and must contribute to the construction
of international solidarity that goes beyond bureaucratic simulations. The peoples of
the Sahel have said “enough.” And they have said it with a clarity that unsettles those
who still believe emancipation must ask permission.

The duty of international socialism has always been to stand with the peoples in their
struggles for liberation from oppressive orders. This is how we truly build a socialism
without facades, without bureaucracy, and rooted in real solidarity.

We are not witnessing a deviation from history. We are witnessing its rewriting. And we
will not settle for being mere spectators. We want to be part of it.

Internationalism without subordination. Socialism without silence.
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
